Genesis 39:1-2 

Â Now Joseph had been taken down to Egypt. 

And Potiphar, an officer of Pharaoh, captain of 

the guard, an Egyptian, bought him from the 

Ishmaelites who had taken him down there. 2 

The LORD was with Joseph, and he was a 

successful man; and he was in the house of his 

master the Egyptian.  



Genesis 39: 3-6 

Â And his master saw that the LORD was with him  and that the 
LORD made all he did to prosper in his hand. 4 So Joseph 
found favor in his sight, and served him. Then he made him 
overseer of his house, and all that he had he put under his 
authority. 5 So it was, from the time that he had made him 
overseer of his house and all that he had, that the LORD 
blessed the Egyptianôs house for Josephôs sake; and the 
blessing of the LORD was on all that he had in the house and 
in the field. 6 Thus he left all that he had in Josephôs hand, and 
he did not know what he had except for the bread which he 
ate. 
Now Joseph was handsome in form and appearance.  
 



Genesis 39: 7-12 

Â 7 And it came to pass after these things that his masterôs wife cast longing 
eyes on Joseph, and she said, ñLie with me.ò  
8 But he refused and said to his masterôs wife, ñLook, my master does not 
know what is with me in the house, and he has committed all that he has to 
my hand. 9 There is no one greater in this house than I, nor has he kept 
back anything from me but you, because you are his wife. How then 
can I do this great wickedness, and sin against God?ò  
10 So it was, as she spoke to Joseph day by day, that he did not heed her, to 
lie with her or to be with her.  
11 But it happened about this time, when Joseph went into the house to do 
his work, and none of the men of the house was inside, 12 that she caught 
him by his garment, saying, ñLie with me.ò But he left his garment in her 
hand, and fled and ran outside.

Genesis 39: 13-20 

Â 13 And so it was, when she saw that he had left his garment in her hand 
and fled outside, 14 that she called to the men of her house and spoke to 
them, saying, ñSee, he has brought in to us a Hebrew to mock us. He came 
in to me to lie with me, and I cried out with a loud voice. 15 And it 
happened, when he heard that I lifted my voice and cried out, that he left 
his garment with me, and fled and went outside.ò  
16 So she kept his garment with her until his master came home. 17 Then 
she spoke to him with words like these, saying, ñThe Hebrew servant 
whom you brought to us came in to me to mock me; 18 so it happened, as I 
lifted my voice and cried out, that he left his garment with me and fled 
outside.ò  
19 So it was, when his master heard the words which his wife spoke to him, 
saying, ñYour servant did to me after this manner,ò that his anger was 
aroused. 20 Then Josephôs master took him and put him into the prison,  



Genesis 39:21- 23 

Â 21 But the LORD was with Joseph and 
showed him mercy, and He gave him favor in 
the sight of the keeper of the prison. 22 And 
the keeper of the prison committed to Josephôs 
hand all the prisoners who were in the prison; 
whatever they did there, it was his doing. 23 
The keeper of the prison did not look into 
anything that was under Josephôs authority,[a] 
because the LORD was with him; and 
whatever he did, the LORD made it prosper.  



Genesis  40:20-23 

Â 20 Now it came to pass on the third day, which 
was Pharaohôs birthday, that he made a feast 
for all his servants; and he lifted up the head of 
the chief butler and of the chief baker among 
his servants. 21 Then he restored the chief 
butler to his butlership again, and he placed the 
cup in Pharaohôs hand. 22 But he hanged the 
chief baker, as Joseph had interpreted to them. 
23 Yet the chief butler did not remember 
Joseph, but forgot him.  



Genesis 41 

Â Then it came to pass, at the end of two full 

years that Pharaoh had a dream é.  



Genesis 41:9-13 

Â 9 Then the chief butler spoke to Pharaoh, saying: ñI 
remember my faults this day. 10 When Pharaoh was angry 
with his servants, and put me in custody in the house of the 
captain of the guard, both me and the chief baker, 11 we each 
had a dream in one night, he and I. Each of us dreamed 
according to the interpretation of his own dream. 12 Now there 
was a young Hebrew man with us there, a servant of the 
captain of the guard. And we told him, and he interpreted our 
dreams for us; to each man he interpreted according to his own 
dream. 13 And it came to pass, just as he interpreted for us, so 
it happened. He restored me to my office, and he hanged him.ò  



Genesis 41:15 

Â15 And Pharaoh said to Joseph, ñI have had a 
dream, and there is no one who can interpret it. 
But I have heard it said of you that you can 
understand a dream, to interpret it.ò  

 

Â16 So Joseph answered Pharaoh, saying, ñIt is 
not in me; God will give Pharaoh an answer of 
peace.ò  
 



Genesis 41:33-38 

Â 33 ñNow therefore, let Pharaoh select a discerning and wise man, and set 
him over the land of Egypt. 34 Let Pharaoh do this, and let him appoint 
officers over the land, to collect one-fifth of the produce of the land of 
Egypt in the seven plentiful years. 35 And let them gather all the food of 
those good years that are coming, and store up grain under the authority of 
Pharaoh, and let them keep food in the cities. 36 Then that food shall be as 
a reserve for the land for the seven years of famine which shall be in the 
land of Egypt, that the land may not perish during the famine.ò Josephôs 
Rise to Power

37 So the advice was good in the eyes of Pharaoh and in the eyes of all his 
servants. 38 And Pharaoh said to his servants, ñCan we find such a one as 
this, a man in whom is the Spirit of God?ò  
 



Genesis 41:39-40 

Â39 Then Pharaoh said to Joseph, ñInasmuch as 

God has shown you all this, there is no one as 

discerning and wise as you. 40 You shall be 

over my house, and all my people shall be 

ruled according to your word; only in regard to 

the throne will I be greater than you.ò 41 And 

Pharaoh said to Joseph, ñSee, I have set you 

over all the land of Egypt.ò  

 



Genesis 41:42-46 

Â 42 Then Pharaoh took his signet ring off his hand and put it on 
Josephôs hand; and he clothed him in garments of fine linen 
and put a gold chain around his neck. 43 And he had him ride 
in the second chariot which he had; and they cried out before 
him, ñBow the knee!ò So he set him over all the land of Egypt. 
44 Pharaoh also said to Joseph, ñI am Pharaoh, and without 
your consent no man may lift his hand or foot in all the land of 
Egypt.ò 45 And Pharaoh called Josephôs name Zaphnath-
Paaneah. And he gave him as a wife Asenath, the daughter of 
Poti-Pherah priest of On. So Joseph went out over all the land 
of Egypt.  
46 Joseph was thirty years old when he stood before Pharaoh 
king of Egypt.
